So, you have a great horse. The day is a wonderful day for the show or a trail ride and 
you know you could have a great time, maybe even win, if only your horse would just 
settle down. It seems your horse always gets excited and nervous on event days and 
looks for any reason to spook. You are all too familiar with that jumpy, spooky, can’t 
stand still, can’t get a grip day, that you have come to expect. 
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If any breed or discipline of horse can be trained to be police horses, there is no 
reason your horse can’t be taught the same kind of obedience and tolerance. The fact 
is, training a horse to be less spooky is just another training method. Like all other 
training methods, it requires a working knowledge of techniques used by, in our case, 
police training. And, like all training, with enough practice your horse will learn to trust 
you and “go forward” through whatever you tell him/her to go through with little or no 
resistance.
